EXODUS EXCERPTS

Sanctify the First Born of Man & Beast

13:2 & 12-13

2. Sanctify unto me all the firstborn, whatsoever openeth the womb among the children of Israel,
both of man and of beast: it is mine.

12. That thou shalt set apart unto the LORD all that openeth the matrix, and every firstling that
cometh of a beast which thou hast; the males shall be the LORD's.

13. And every firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a lamb; and if thou wilt not redeem it,
then thou shalt break his neck: and all the firstborn of man among thy children shalt thou redeem.

22:29 Thou shalt not delay to offer the first of thy ripe fruits, and of thy liquors: the firstborn of
thy sons shalt thou give unto me.

Killing of First Born of Man and of Beasts

13:15 And it came to pass, when Pharaoh would hardly let us go, that the LORD slew all the
firstborn in the land of Egypt, both the firstborn of man, and the firstborn of beast: therefore |
sacrifice to the LORD all that openeth the matrix, being males; but all the firstborn of my
children I redeem.

34:19-20

19. All that openeth the matrix is mine; and every firstling among thy cattle, whether ox or
sheep, that is male.

20. But the firstling of an ass thou shalt redeem with a lamb: and if thou redeem him not, then
shalt thou break his neck. All the firstborn of thy sons thou shalt redeem. And none shall appear
before me empty.

Sacrifice & Burnt Offering
18:12 And Jethro, Moses' father in law, took a burnt offering and sacrifices for God: and Aaron
came, and all the elders of Israel, to eat bread with Moses' father in law before God.

20:24 An altar of earth thou shalt make unto me, and shalt sacrifice thereon thy burnt offerings,
and thy peace offerings, thy sheep, and thine oxen: in all places where | record my name | will
come unto thee, and | will bless thee.

22:30 Likewise shalt thou do with thine oxen, and with thy sheep: seven days it shall be with his
dam; on the eighth day thou shalt give it me.

24 - Blood Covenant

24:5-8

5. And he sent young men of the children of Israel, which offered burnt offerings, and sacrificed
peace offerings of oxen unto the LORD.

6. And Moses took half of the blood, and put it in basons; and half of the blood he sprinkled on
the altar.

7. And he took the book of the covenant, and read in the audience of the people: and they said,
All that the LORD hath said will we do, and be obedient.

8. And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on the people, and said, Behold the blood of the
covenant, which the LORD hath made with you concerning all these words.

29:1 & 10-12 & 14-19 & 22 & 28 & 31 & 36-42
1. And this is the thing that thou shalt do unto them to hallow them, to minister unto me in the
priest's office: Take one young bullock, and two rams without blemish



10. And thou shalt cause a bullock to be brought before the tabernacle of the congregation: and
Aaron and his sons shall put their hands upon the head of the bullock.

11. And thou shalt kill the bullock before the LORD, by the door of the tabernacle of the
congregation.

12. And thou shalt take of the blood of the bullock, and put it upon the horns of the altar with
thy finger, and pour all the blood beside the bottom of the altar.

14. But the flesh of the bullock, and his skin, and his dung, shalt thou burn with fire without the
camp: it is a sin offering.

15. Thou shalt also take one ram; and Aaron and his sons shall put their hands upon the head of
the ram.

16. And thou shalt slay the ram, and thou shalt take his blood, and sprinkle it round about upon
the altar.

17. And thou shalt cut the ram in pieces, and wash the inwards of him, and his legs, and put
them unto his pieces, and unto his head.

18. And thou shalt burn the whole ram upon the altar: it is a burnt offering unto the LORD: it is
a sweet savour, an offering made by fire unto the LORD.

19. And thou shalt take the other ram; and Aaron and his sons shall put their hands upon the
head of the ram.

22. Also thou shalt take of the ram the fat and the rump, and the fat that covereth the inwards,
and the caul above the liver, and the two kidneys, and the fat that is upon them, and the right
shoulder; for it is a ram of consecration:

26. And thou shalt take the breast of the ram of Aaron's consecration, and wave it for a wave
offering before the LORD: and it shall be thy part.

28. And it shall be Aaron's and his sons' by a statute for ever from the children of Israel: for it is
an heave offering: and it shall be an heave offering from the children of Israel of the sacrifice of
their peace offerings, even their heave offering unto the LORD.

31. And thou shalt take the ram of the consecration, and seethe his flesh in the holy place.

36. And thou shalt offer every day a bullock for a sin offering for atonement: and thou shalt
cleanse the altar, when thou hast made an atonement for it, and thou shalt anoint it, to sanctify it.
37. Seven days thou shalt make an atonement for the altar, and sanctify it; and it shall be an altar
most holy: whatsoever toucheth the altar shall be holy.

38. Now this is that which thou shalt offer upon the altar; two lambs of the first year day by day
continually.

39. The one lamb thou shalt offer in the morning; and the other lamb thou shalt offer at even:
40. And with the one lamb a tenth deal of flour mingled with the fourth part of an hin of beaten
oil; and the fourth part of an hin of wine for a drink offering.

41. And the other lamb thou shalt offer at even, and shalt do thereto according to the meat
offering of the morning, and according to the drink offering thereof, for a sweet savour, an
offering made by fire unto the LORD.

42. This shall be a continual burnt offering throughout your generations at the door of the
tabernacle of the congregation before the LORD: where | will meet you, to speak there unto thee.

30:10 And Aaron shall make an atonement upon the horns of it once in a year with the blood of
the sin offering of atonements: once in the year shall he make atonement upon it throughout your
generations: it is most holy unto the LORD.

38:1 And he made the altar of burnt offering of shittim wood: five cubits was the length thereof,
and five cubits the breadth thereof; it was foursquare; and three cubits the height thereof.

40:6 & 29
6. And thou shalt set the altar of the burnt offering before the door of the tabernacle of the tent
of the congregation.



29. And he put the altar of burnt offering by the door of the tabernacle of the tent of the
congregation, and offered upon it the burnt offering and the meat offering; as the LORD
commanded Moses.

Sabbath

31:13-15

13. Speak thou also unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily my sabbaths ye shall keep: for it is
a sign between me and you throughout your generations; that ye may know that | am the LORD
that doth sanctify you.

14. Ye shall keep the sabbath therefore; for it is holy unto you: every one that defileth it shall
surely be put to death: for whosoever doeth any work therein, that soul shall be cut off from
among his people.

15. Six days may work be done; but in the seventh is the sabbath of rest, holy to the LORD:
whosoever doeth any work in the sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death.

35:2 Six days shall work be done, but on the seventh day there shall be to you an holy day, a
sabbath of rest to the LORD: whosoever doeth work therein shall be put to death.

Exodus 21 — A few of Moses’ Laws as stated in Exodus 21 that are contradictory to the The
Gospel of the Holy Twelve

12. He that smiteth a man, so that he die, shall be surely put to death.

14. But if a man come presumptuously upon his neighbour, to slay him with guile; thou shalt
take him from mine altar, that he may die.

15. And he that smiteth his father, or his mother, shall be surely put to death.

16. And he that stealeth a man, and selleth him, or if he be found in his hand, he shall surely be
put to death.

17. And he that curseth his father, or his mother, shall surely be put to death.

23. And if any mischief follow, then thou shalt give life for life,

24. Eye for eye, tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,

25. Burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.

22:20 He that sacrificeth unto any god, save unto the LORD only, he shall be utterly destroyed.

Moses’ Commandments — Compare to the Twelve Commandments of Jesus in The Gospel of
the Holy Twelve

ONE: You shall have no other gods before Me.

TWO: You shall not make for yourself a carved image--any likeness of anything that is in
heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth.
THREE: You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain.

FOUR: Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.

FIVE: Honor your father and your mother.

SIX: You shall not murder.

SEVEN: You shall not commit adultery.

EIGHT: You shall not steal.



NINE: You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.
TEN: You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, nor
his male servant, nor his female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that is your

neighbor’s.

About 1,400 years later, the 10 Commandments were summed up in the New Testament at
Matthew 22, when Jesus was confronted by the religious “experts” of the day:

“Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” Jesus replied: “Love the Lord your
God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and
greatest commandment. And the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself. All the Law
and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.” (Matthew 22:36-40). (Matthew 22:36-40
coincides with The Gospel of the Holy Twelve)

Verses within Exodus that seemingly contradict the blood sacrifice verses, and are in line with
the teachings of Jesus in The Gospel of the Holy Twelve

12:15-18

15. Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; even the first day ye shall put away leaven out of
your houses: for whosoever eateth leavened bread from the first day until the seventh day, that
soul shall be cut off from Israel.

17. And ye shall observe the feast of unleavened bread; for in this selfsame day have I brought
your armies out of the land of Egypt: therefore shall ye observe this day in your generations by
an ordinance for ever.

18. In the first month, on the fourteenth day of the month at even, ye shall eat unleavened bread,
until the one and twentieth day of the month at even.

13:6 Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened bread, and in the seventh day shall be a feast to the
LORD.

16:33 & 35

33. And Moses said unto Aaron, Take a pot, and put an omer full of manna therein, and lay it up
before the LORD, to be kept for your generations.

35. And the children of Israel did eat manna forty years, until they came to a land inhabited:;
they did eat manna, until they came unto the borders of the land of Canaan.

23:16 And the feast of harvest, the first fruits of thy labours, which thou hast sown in the field:
and the feast of ingathering, which is in the end of the year, when thou hast gathered in thy
labours out of the field.

23:17-19

17. Three times in the year all thy males shall appear before the Lord GOD.

18. Thou shalt not offer the blood of my sacrifice with leavened bread; neither shall the fat of
my sacrifice remain until the morning.

19. The first of the firstfruits of thy land thou shalt bring into the house of the LORD thy God.

30:1&7-8
1. And thou shalt make an altar to burn incense upon: of shittim wood shalt thou make it.
7. And Aaron shall burn thereon sweet incense every morning: when he dresseth the lamps, he



shall burn incense upon it.
8. And when Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall burn incense upon it, a perpetual incense
before the LORD throughout your generations.
